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The word 'hieroglyph' is made from two Greek words: 'hieros' meaning holy and 'glyphe’ meaning writing. So
hieroglyph means holy writing. Hieroglyphs can be read from left to right or right to left. If an animal hieroglyph
faces right, you read from right to left. If it faces left, you read from left to right. Just to make things even more
interesting, sometimes they wrote from top to bottom too!
